SP-1:

1. Adjacent to the house that is to be removed is also a septic tank that needs to be removed.

G-1:

1. Add 7 each bollards at the Dumpster Enclosure - at each side of the gate (2), at the north and south corners (2) and 3 inside along the north wall

2. Add 2 each bollards at the southwest corner of the Grain Silo

3. Install Truck Volume Asphalt to the cross pan on Struthers Avenue (Remove any existing asphalt)

A1.0:

1. Add bollards in front of the columns on Grid 1 at Grids B, C & D (3 each total)
2. Add 2 each trench drains in Bottling 109 B half way between Grids B & C and Grids C & D

3. Slope floor ¼” to floor drains – high points being the Grid Lines

A1.1:

1. The Reflected Ceiling Plans are correct and supersede the Finish Schedule.  Acoustic panels on the 2nd floor are standard square edged 2’x4’ panels.
S2:

1. Move the drain trough to equidistance between Grids C & D

2. Add drain trough equidistant between Grids B & C

3. Length of drain troughs on the plans is approximate.

P1-1:

1. Add drain troughs per the above

P1-5:
1. Zurn drain troughs – “heavy duty grate” = galvanized ductile iron Class C

M1-3:

1. Change fan EF-4 to Cook – ACE-B 120C3B with spark-resistant construction and explosion proof motor and disconnect.

P1-3:

1. The Chiller Line connection for the Owner’s Brewery installer is to be at Elevation 114’.  A rack is to be built to support the lines to an elevation of 108’ plus to allow clearance above the sidewalk.  The lines can then be mounted to the exterior of the building to an elevation of 114’ and then brought into the building to Grid 13. Vibration couplings will have to be installed at the Chiller.
Taxes:
1. This Project is NOT tax exempt.

2. If you are supplying materials only FCI will apply taxes to your proposal.

3. If you are supplying and installing materials, then proposals must include a 7.65% use/sales tax in your proposal.  Your proposal needs to state you have included said 7.65% use/sales tax.  Those proposals that include state only sales tax or no sales tax are subject to disqualification.

Escalation:
1. Material and labor costs are to be guaranteed during the maximum 60 day award process and during construction.  The Project is scheduled to be completed by September 2012.
Alternate #1 – Cooler:
1. The Owner is requesting a design build proposal for the cooling system of the Beer Cooler (Cooler 110 on A1.0).
2. The system may be a chiller system or a refrigeration system.

3. The shell of the cooler is included as part of the pre-engineered metal building package.

4. The room must maintain 40 to 50 degrees Fahrenheit.

5. The beer is at 34 degrees Fahrenheit when it’s put in the cooler.
