REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL
Instruction to Bidders:

FCI Constructors, Inc. is requesting bid proposals the Fuoco Nissan Project.
Attached is the Bid form, plans, NREDI Architect/GC Information Pack, specifications, soils report, examples of:  required insurance minimums, Certification Statement Regarding Illegal Aliens, Safety & OSHA compliance requirements, Project Rules and a proposed Project Schedule.
Fuoco Nissan and Fuoco Motors will be in business during construction of the new facility.  Therefore, all subcontractors and their suppliers are to use extreme caution not only in the construction area but in the surrounding complex to ensure the safety and well-being of co-workers and Fuoco employees and customers.
All vehicle traffic involved in the construction of the Project is to use Hwy. 6 & 50 only.  Do not access the construction site via 1st Street.
The following are to be part of the Bid Documents:

1. All bidders must submit their proposals on the attached Bid Form.  Supplement the Bid Form with your Scope of Work and/or inclusions and exclusions.  

2. Prior to being awarded the Work you must submit Insurance Certificates that meet or exceed the minimums as stated on the attached Certificate of Liability Insurance sample.

3. Prior to being awarded the Work you must submit a signed Certification Statement Regarding Illegal Aliens per the attached sample.

4. Adherence to the Safety & OSHA Compliance Requirements.

5. Adherence to the attached Project Rules.

6. All subcontractors submitting a bid may be required to provide a 100% payment and performance bond within 10 days after notice of Intent to Award.   Please include your bond rate percent on the bid form in the designated spot.  Do not include the cost of bonding in your bid.

7. The Fuoco Nissan Project is subject to the State of Colorado, Mesa County and City of Grand Junction sales and use tax laws.  (Review the City of Grand Junction “Construction Industry Use Tax Guide” website)
8. FCI Constructors, Inc. subcontracts mandate that the subcontractor is liable for the payment of all applicable taxes for the Project including but not limited to State, County and City sales and use taxes (7.65%).  Proposals that do not include or only include part of the required taxes are subject to rejection.
9. A copy of the soils report is available on the FCI Constructors, Inc. at www.fciol.com 
10. All subcontractors are responsible for their own traffic control.

11. All subcontractors are responsible for their own fall protection, hoisting, man lifts and/or scaffolding.

12. All subcontractors are responsible for their own trenching, excavation and backfill.  Backfill compaction to meet or exceed the requirements of the plans and/or specifications.

13. FCI Constructors, Inc. is responsible for obtaining the Storm Water Permits. 

14. All subcontractors and their suppliers are to maintain erosion and sediment controls per the State of Colorado and City of Grand Junction Standards.  Including, but not limited to full time maintenance and clean-up of tracked materials on Highways, Streets and Roads.

Scopes of Work:
The following are Scopes of Work that are through the Nissan Franchise and are not part of this RFP:

· Signage

· The furniture described on A1.4.
· The Fixed Aluminum Louvers depicted on 1/A2.0 (See the NREDI Architects/GC Information Pack – Sobotec)

· The Nissan Entry Element depicted on 1/A2.0 (See the NREDI Architects/GC Information Pack – Sobotec)

Helical Piles, Piling, Augered Piles, Caissons, etc.:

The Project foundation design is based around “Helical Foundation Piles”.  FCI will accept proposals for alternate foundation systems that meet or exceed the structural requirements. 
Electrical:

Clarifications to ES1.1:

· The electrical service and communication system for the south building that is to be demolished feed off of the General Motors Repair building to the east of the Project.  These lines then feed from the south building to the north building which has to stay in operation.

· A vault will need to be installed at the northwest corner of the GM Repair

· New lines will then need to be installed from the GM vault to the new vault between the north and south buildings.  The lines will have to circumvent the footprint of the new facility.

· This work will need to be performed prior to the demolition of the south building.

· The switch over (electrical & communications) to the north building will have to be performed during off hours.  The north building must be in operation during Monday through Saturday business hours.

· Saw cutting, removal of the asphalt, excavation, backfill & compaction and asphalt patching are to be part of the Electrical bid for this scope of work.
Alternates:

Alternate #1: Base bid paint 6” wide “L” shaped stripe in the west parking lot.  Alternate #1 is to delete the painted stripe and install an 8” x 6” concrete curb (Approx. 235 LF).  Curb is to be epoxy adhered to the existing asphalt.

Alternate #2: Currently the source of the feeds for the NISSAN pylon sign on Highway 6 & 50 is unknown.  Alternate #2 is for the additional cost to feed the sign from the new vault between the north and south buildings.  The price is to include removing and replacing the asphalt as described above.
Conclusion:

The Work will be awarded on the basis of qualifications and best value to the Owner. Although important, cost may not be the sole basis for selection. The selection will be based on the firm that best demonstrates the proven ability to work in a Team environment, project costs, manage budgets, work within tight schedules, and deliver quality work on time. 

FCI Constructors, Inc. and/or the Owner reserve the right to reject any and all Bid responses, or waive any informalities or irregularities. It will award to the firm it deems to be in the best interest of the Project.
