Project Rules

1. Seatbelts must be fastened at all times. 
2. No throwing of material from building to area below. 
3. No tank tops, sleeveless shirts or short pants. 
4. No sneakers or dress shoes in the construction areas. 
5. Reflective high visibility (neon orange, green or yellow) vests, coats or shirts are required on the Project Site.
6. Hard hats are required on the Project Site.
7. Do not move traffic barricades without returning them to their original position immediately. 
8. Hot work permits are required for all hot work (torches, grinders welding, etc.) 
10. No whistling or cat-calls to or at any person on the jobsite or others nearby.  Treat all people with respect, no excessive staring, inappropriate remarks or comments. 
11. Inappropriate language will not be tolerated and may be grounds for automatic dismissal from the Project site.

12. All injuries must be reported to the FCI Field Office immediately.  
13. No firearms, drugs or alcohol whatsoever (even in your vehicle). 
14. No fighting or horseplay. 
15. No fireworks. 
16. Dogs or pets are not allowed on the Project Site or in you vehicle.

17. Radios, CD players, “Boom Boxes” are not allowed on the Project Site.
18. Please treat all traffic persons with respect.  Traffic often times does not stop immediately for you when you are trying to stop cars to allow heavy equipment work. 
19. Smoking is not allowed on the Project Site.  Any smoking in the building in any stage of construction will result in immediate dismissal. 
20. Be aware that there will be fire drills periodically.  You must participate in all drills.  Do not leave the premises in the event of emergency response or drill. 
21. Illegal aliens are not allowed to work on the Project Site either as an employee or as subcontracted labor (“piece worker”).
22. Three blasts of an air horn is the signal to evacuate an area, get with your foreman and be counted.  Do not leave the Project Site until told to do so. In an emergency notify FCI ASAP.  FCI will coordinate any and all rescue efforts. 
23. Become familiar with where you are so that you can follow proper evacuation procedures.  In the event of an alarm, follow the evacuation signs, not the nearest exit. 
24. Do not use the Owner’s bathrooms or facilities.
